Required by authority of Part 501 of Act 451, PA 1994 as amended, to determine landowner goals and objectives prior to preparing a management plan under the Forest Stewardship Program.
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	The Forest Stewardship Act of 1990 provides cost-sharing assistance for owners of non-industrial private lands, who have an approved Forest Stewardship Plan.

The Michigan Landowner Forest Stewardship Plan is divided into two sections.  The first section is designed to help landowners assess their goals and objectives for the parcel.  This assessment section should be filled out by the landowner in cooperation with a consulting forester or other natural resource professional.  The assessment should include a reconnaissance of the property by the forester with the landowner whenever possible.

The second part of this plan is the technical portion entitled the "Michigan Landowner Forest Stewardship Plan".  It involves putting together a management plan map, detailing the existing forest conditions and describing action to be taken.  This section should be done by a consulting forester or other natural resource professional.
